By helping these families move right into an
apartment instead of a motel or other shelter, this program is one of the
county’s first to implement a housing first model.

WHY Finding housing is a first step to helping homeless families stabilize their
lives and beat the odds. With the help of FACETS’ transitional housing
program, moving into their own homes is a winning moment for these
families in crisis. FACETS works throughout Fairfax County to help
impoverished men, women, and children succeed by offering a full
spectrum of services, such as basic needs and financial assistance,
counseling and outreach, educational enrichment programs, and
permanent and transitional supportive housing.
